Ralf Denninger 

proved it at the International Football Village on Youth 

Day by displaying and playing his 4 meter long 

homemade Vuvuzela. 

 

Calling it the ‘Alphorn meets Vuvuzela’, this force of noise 

is certainly one to be reckoned with. Along with his 

djembe drum playing partner, Stefan Frommerherz, 

Denniger was spending time at the International Football 

Village to raise awareness for the Wir Helfen Afrika (We 

love Africa) initiative. This initiative is using the World 

Cup™ event as an opportunity to donate their skills to 

help at least 32 needy children with a variety of operations at no charge. 

 

“Not only were we bowled over by the giant Vuvuzela which took up residence in our Ke 

Nako Africa Stage, but we were happy to assist in drawing attention to this worthy cause,” 

says Mike de Vries, CEO of International Football Village. “Although I have to admit that our 

Vuvuzela-blowing spectators wanted to red card Ralph and his Alphorn,” de Vries chuckles. 

 

Vuvuzelas however reigned king as fans at the International Football Village were swept up in 

a tidal wave of Bafana Bafana support, despite their 3 – 0 defeat to Uruguay.  

 

The International Football Village will also today, play host  to a press conference to be held 

by the Minister of Sports and Recreation, Rev. Makhenkesi Stofile, where he will be discussing 

the legacy of the World Cup and what the tournament would leave behind once it is wrapped 

up. 

 



 

 

“There is never a quiet moment at the Village,” says de Vries. “If it’s not the soccer getting 

people fired up or Vuvuzela blowing matches then it’s the amazing bands or the variety of 

press briefings being held on our grounds. When we said we are about football as well as 

international dialogue and friendship, we meant it.” 

 

Keeping in the spirit of Youth Day, de Vries also announced on 15 June that all students, with 

a valid student card, will receive free entry into the International Football Village for the 

duration of the World Cup. Tickets are only R100 and are available through Computicket or at 

the gate. 

 

“The vibe on site is amazing and to understand what I mean, you simply have to be here 

yourself,” concludes de Vries.
